Closing Script

At 11:00 am, rise, and say the following (Joys and Sorrows):

"Worship Hour is approaching its end. Before closing the Meeting, we would like to continue our worship with Joys and Sorrows. This is a chance to share important events in our personal lives in order to deepen our sense of community. Please rise, and in a spirit of worship, tell us briefly about your joy or sorrow. Please leave space after each sharing."

Once there is a sense that there are no further Joys or Sorrows, close the Meeting with a handshake, saying Good morning, Friends, then move to the closing:

Good morning, Friends. My name is ________________ from Ministry and Worship and I'm happy to welcome you to Boulder Meeting.
